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So, how are we doing, financially?  
Because of you, our church is a lively and vibrant place!  Several have asked 

the above question, so I thought I would try to address it here. 

In 2020, the church was closed for a while and then operated on a limited 
schedule, as we all tried to cope with Covid.  Thanks to Jordan we were able to 
broadcast quality worship services via YouTube and Facebook Live.  Our congrega-
tion continued to donate via mail and though various electronic platforms, and the 
church obtained a Federal Payroll Protection loan which was later forgiven (turned 
into a grant).  At the end of the year, we saw our general fund grow to $170,000 
(almost four months of operating expenses). 

In 2021, we have begun to return to a degree of normal operations, waiting to 
see how we fair with Covid as colder weather approaches.  We undertook various 
major maintenance projects such as major roof repairs, new paint and flooring in the 
Childrenôs area, professional cleaning of our steeple and Rock Chapel bell tower, 
along with various smaller tasks that led to aesthetic improvements inside and out 
(Please thank Jimmy Franklin for his leadership of all this work!).  We are still   
awaiting to install vinyl siding over deteriorating exterior wood but cannot find quali-
fied contractors to complete this work.  Between additional maintenance tasks and    
normal operations, we saw our reserves shrink to $130,000 (as of the end of      
September). 

We wanted to resurface our parking lot, but after receiving bids for more than 
$125,000 for this task, we had to put it on hold.  We also are looking at establishing 
a carry-over fund for heating and air conditioning (HVAC) maintenance.  We have 
over 30 HVAC units with an average age of 20 years, with a replacement cost of 
roughly $250,000.   

We are in the process of evaluating budget needs for 2022 and the demands 
are challenging (our expenses could exceed giving by $5,000 per month).  We have 
a very generous congregation, an exceptional staff, and a campus that will support 
existing and new ministries to come!  Locust Grove could not accomplish all that is 
being done and could not plan for future ministries without the time, skills, and     
financial support that is provided by each of you.  Thank you!
